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PLEASANTVILLE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE 

MEETING MINUTES 

MARCH 12, 2008 

 

 

The regular meeting of the Chamber was called to order by President Bill Flooks at 8:10 AM.   

 

Present were:  Bill Flooks (Beecher Funeral Home), Terry Kolodzinski (Civic Member), Ed Elliott (Elliott-

Architects), Bill Monroe (Civic Member), Toni Emerson (Civic Member), Nancy Rosanoff (Marmaduke House), 

Joseph Siciliano (Commerce Bank), Aisha Moyla (Pace University) and Annemarie Meyer (Administrative 

Assistant).   

 

Minutes:  A motion was made, seconded and passed that the minutes of the February 27, 2008, meeting be 

approved as corrected. 

 

Treasurer’s Report:  Ed Elliott reported that 71 members have renewed their Chamber membership to date.  This 

number is approximately 20 less than usual for this time.  The Chamber had 138 members in 2007.  We have 

another new member:  The Care of Trees.  Toni is including another renewal/offer-to-join form in the March/April 

newsletter.  Bill Flooks suggested sending an email to all who have not paid.

We have received $1,250 from the Village of Pleasantville for Empire State Games reimbursement. 

 

Joe Siciliano asked if there had been any feedback regarding the increased amount for membership dues, because 

they were coming in slowly.  No one reported any negative comments.  Toni Emerson again reminded the group that 

the renewal/offer-to-join package was mailed six weeks later than in prior years, which could account for much of 

the difference. 

 

Night and Day:  Annemarie reported that she had delivered the March Night and Day issues and that there was an 

unusually large amount of leftover (February) brochures.  It was suggested that we monitor the situation for the next 

few months. 

 

Annemarie asked Nancy Rosanoff for some “Historical Facts” for Night and Day, in case we run low on “Did You 

Know” items.  Nancy will email them to Annemarie. 

 

Student Visions:  Terry Kolodzinski reported that there would be a Student Visions meeting today at 11:30 AM.  

Thirty-nine students went on the Broadway show trip and hope to include two Broadway shows and two ski trips in 

2008-2009. 

 

Participating students pay their way for these events; monies are collected by the High School and the Village 

Recreation Department.  Since deposits have to be made to hold reservations, Student Visions advisor and high 

school teacher, Joanne Pugliese, used her personal credit card to pay $2,800 for the Broadway show trip and was 

reimbursed from funds collected from the students.  To avoid this from happening in the future, the Recreation 

Department will pay deposits from their budget and recover the funds from monies collected from the students.  In 

addition, the high school will set up an account for Student Visions’ “At the Mike” night and Pleasantville Day.  The 

students plan to have a booth that will feature games, with goldfish as prizes, at the Pleasantville Day event. 

 

Pleasantville Clean-Up Day:  Toni Emerson reported that the presidents of Student Visions and ECHO will write 

the heads of community student and adult organizations to join their groups in sprucing up the business areas and 

Village parks in an April 12
th

 Pleasantville Clean-Up Day, with a rain date of May 3
rd

, as a project to give back to 

the community.  They plan to have crews of adults and students work together on this community activity, which 

has not taken place in two years.  When they learn how many people volunteer, they will make assignments to 

specific areas.  
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Joe Siciliano mentioned that he had hosted the kickoff last year for Mt. Pleasant’s Clean-Up Day and provided 

coffee, donuts and water to 50-60 assembled volunteers at Commerce Bank.  He would be happy to offer to host 

Pleasantville’s Clean-Up Day kickoff in the same manner, if the organizers were interested.  Another member 

suggested supplying the volunteers with gloves and tools. 

 

Aisha Moyla said that Pace students would be interested in helping with the Clean-Up Day.  

 

Business Person of the Year (BPOY):  The BPOY reception will be held on Monday, April 14.  Joe is pursuing 

possibilities at Pace and Bill Monroe, at Unique Affair Caterers, both of which have set aside the date pending a 

decision.  Bill Monroe said that we are planning on 60-80 people, with passed hot and cold hors d’oeuvres and 

others at a table.  Wine, beer, soda and water would be provided in the price.  Cocktails or mixed drinks would be on 

a cash bar basis at Unique Affair; they are not allowed at Pace. 

 

During the meeting, Joe received an email from Pace with prices for the BPOY event.  After Bill gets Unique 

Affair’s prices, Joe and Bill will email the information to those present at today’s meeting and a decision will be 

made on the venue for the event.   

 

Newsletter:  Toni has been holding up printing the March/April Newsletter, pending a decision on the venue for the 

BPOY event.  Following discussion, it was recommended that the newsletter be distributed with the date and time, 

noting that details will follow. 

 

Pleasantville Tennis Club:  Bill Flooks said that John Fisher of the Pleasantville Tennis Club proposed a 

collaborative tennis outing/barbecue at the club for tennis-playing Chamber members and Village officials and their 

families on a Sunday in late July or early August.  Bill Flooks passed out the Tennis Club’s proposal.  A discussion 

followed about participating vs. collaborating/sponsoring/endorsing the event.  Nancy Rosanoff and Joe Siciliano 

offered that it could be a wonderful event, and Joe volunteered to call John Fisher to make our participation clear.  

John suggested announcing the event at the March 26
th

 Business Side of Pleasantville session, at which he will 

present.  Bill Monroe suggested we find out if the Village plans to participate.   

 

Chamber Officer/Secretary’s Position:  Bill Flooks reported that we are still looking for a Secretary to take over 

for Bill Monroe.  Joe Siciliano suggested that we let all Chamber members know of this vacancy and provide details 

of the responsibilities of the position.  Bill Monroe will create a list of the Secretary’s functions and responsibilities. 

 

Pleasantville Day:  Terry inquired whether we should reserve the Number Wheel and Laydown Board, helium tank 

and balloon Klipper for the May 17
th

 Pleasantville Day event from Funtime Amusements.  Bill Monroe will contact 

them and make such arrangements. 

 

Miscellaneous: Bill Monroe received mail from Kim Sinistore, Director of the Westchester County Office of 

Tourism.  Ms. Sinistore solicited Chamber input of names of Pleasantville art galleries that might be included in the 

County’s “Art Galleries” brochure.  Bill suggested we place a link to the Office of Tourism’s website, 

www.westchestertourism.com, on our Chamber website.  Bill also received The Country Shopper newspaper in the 

mail. 

 

Joe suggested putting some our events on the Westchester County website.
